This Week’s Scripture  
The feast of the Ascension is now rushing towards us, which means 
that we must start to think of the Holy Spirit, whose coming we 
celebrate two weeks from now, and which is what makes it possible for 
us to keep going in Jesus’ absence. Now we need to be clear about 
one thing. The Holy Spirit does not mean that suddenly life gets easy 
for us; and this Sunday’s readings each in their way serve to remind us 
of this important fact. The first reading recounts the story of what could 
have been an immense crisis in the early Church, an issue over 
whether, in order to be a Christian, you have to observe the old 
commands of Scripture about circumcision and the like. Paul and 
Barnabas, with their experience of success in proclaiming the gospel to 
Gentiles, were convinced that this was simply not an option. For those 
brought up as Jews, however, circumcision was a cherished symbol of 
fidelity to the covenant of God.

Did You Know?  
Answers to last week’s questions:  From where did St Augustine of Canterbury come? Augustine was sent by 
Pope Gregory the Great from Rome.  When Gregory saw the English slaves in the Roman market place he was told 
they were Angles.  The great Pope retorted:  Not angles but angels!  St Augustine set up his See in Canterbury and 
was given the pallium as a symbol of his unity with the pope and spiritual leadership of the entire English people. 
What is the origin of the Our Father ? Jesus taught us this Christian prayer for which there is no substitute, the Our 
Father, on the day on which one of his disciples saw him praying and asked him, “Lord, teach us to pray” (Luke 11:1).  
The Church’s liturgical tradition has always used the text of Saint Matthew (6:9-13).   
This week’s questions: What does the Ascension mean? Why must the Church proclaim the Gospel to the whole 
world? 

Focus on…  
First Communion. Over the next two weekends over 100 
children will make their First Communion in our Parish. This is 
wonderful news as it celebrates the growth of the community.  The 
Eucharist is one of the three sacraments of Christian initiation; 
Baptism and Confirmation being the others. Whilst Baptism and 
Confirmation can only ever be celebrated once in our lives the 
Eucharist is, for us, a regular source of strength and power.  It is 
the source and summit of all Christian life.   
Due to its central place in our lives Christ, through his Church, 
commands the faithful to participate at Mass every Sunday and on 
holy days of obligation.  We are obliged to receive Communion at 
least once a year during the Easter season.  Prior to receiving 
Communion we need to be in a state of Grace, not conscious of 
being in mortal sin, and this is why we are encouraged to seek 
Confession. First Confession, for our children, was celebrated last 
month. Confession and Communion are regular opportunities 
presented to us to know firsthand the love of God.
